Through her modelling Sasha travels extensively which allows her to visit many museums, exhibitions 
and studios of artist friends.  She sketches all the time on with anything she can find (coffee, wine, 
charcoal, pencils, etc) and uses her free time to paint.  Her work has been featured in French Vogue 
among other high calibre editorial magazines. The world around her continues to be a source of 
inspiration.  At the moment her interest is in portraiture and landscape drawing.   Her beauty secrets are 
Chinese u loon tea and Shaolin Kung-fu, as well as being a vegetarian and abstaining from alcohol. 
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
